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The Mad Penguin Universal BootLoader

The Mad Penguin Universal BootLoader is designed to make it relatively easy to try
out and/or install different Linux distributions. The current version is designed to
work with UEFI, but in order to do so you must change your computer BIOS setting
“Secure Boot" to “Off” and setting your first boot device to be the USB key.

We supply a pre-partitioned USB key with the Universal BootLoader software installed
together with some Operating System ISO images to get you started.

Once your computer has booted from the key you will be able to run the BootLoader
software which will allow you to add new images to the key by downloading them
from the Internet.

If you would like to see additional images made available via the BootLoader, or if you
would like to see your own Linux distribution added, please get in touch or add a new
issue to the GitHub tracker for this project. (see below)
